Stability

Stability is the ability of a structure to maintain its position.

The centre of gravity is an imaginary point in a structure where the force of gravity acts. 

An object or structure is symmetrical if it can be divided in two by a line in a way that creates two pieces that are mirror images of each other.

The stability of an object depends on the location of its centre of gravity in relation to its base. A structure that has its centre of gravity over the centre of its support base can resist external forces better than a structure that does not.

Generally, the lower the centre of gravity, the more stable the structure.

Generally, widening the base of a structure will make it more stable.
