Classification of Structures
Every structure has a form and a function. The form is the basic shape of the structure; the function is the job that the structure does.

A solid structure has only one part and is solid all the way through (mostly). Examples are concrete walls, dams and telephone poles.

A shell structure is a solid surface around a hollow area. Examples are eggshells, helmets and shoeboxes. In general, shell structures with curved surfaces are stronger than shells with flat surfaces.

A frame structure is formed from components that are fastened together. Examples are hydro towers, your skeleton and tent poles.
A combination structure contains any combination of shell, frame and solid structures.
