Organ Systems

The major organ systems of the body are:

The Circulatory System

Transports nutrients, gases, and wastes through the body. Your circulatory system brings every cell into almost direct contact with oxygen and nutrients. In fact, no cell in your body is farther than four cells away from a blood vessel that carries nutrients.

Digestive System 
Breaks down and absorbs nutrients that are necessary for growth and maintenance. 

Excretory System

Specialized cells that work together to filter blood and remove waste from the body. The excretory system also helps to regulate body water.

Nervous System: Relays electrical signals through the body. Also directs behaviour and controls body activities. 

Respiratory System: Controls gas exchange between the blood and the environment. Primarily, oxygen is absorbed from the air into the body and carbon dioxide is expelled from the body. 

Endocrine System: Coordinates and regulates body activities.
