Writing a Report
Cover Page

· Includes: a title, name, homeroom, partner’s name(s), date and teacher’s name.

Title

· The title of the lab needs to also be at the top of the first written page.

Purpose

· Needs to be a complete statement that starts with the word “To…”. (Ex. To observe the differences between plant and animal cells.)

Hypothesis

· Not all labs this year will require a hypothesis.

· It is an educated guess. (I think…)
Materials
· A detailed list of all the materials used to complete the lab.

· It must be bulleted in list format.

Apparatus

· A picture of your lab set-up done in pencil with labels.

Procedure

· A step by step description of what you did to complete the lab. Must read like directions, NOT a story.
· It should be numbered in sequence.

Observations
· This section includes any: tables, graphs, diagrams, calculations, observations, and/or results, completed during the lab.

Discussion

· Questions will be given to you and should be written in numerical order first then followed by the answers in numerical order.

· Try to explain your answers as best you can. More detail is best.

In General
· The report should be typed.
· Pages should be numbered.

· Spell check should be done.

· Should not be written in the past tense.

· Title on first page should be underlined.
